The site in Roman Times: 
 
The site is bounded to the north by a former roman road, (the High Street), 
which linked the Roman forts at Cambridge and Godmanchester. Prior 
excavation of a site around 500meters to the north has revealed a potential 
Roman field system, timber barn and water hole, all agricultural in nature. 
Although no Roman artefacts were found in the dairy site, there can be no 
doubt that the nearby Romano British mansio complex would have extended 
into some of this land, probably under the soil in the triangle, the slip road and 
the grassed area facing the triangle.  
 
The site in Saxon and Medieval Times: 
 
There is no written or archaeological evidence for Saxon or Medieval non-
agricultural activity within the site. This is mainly due to the site being located 
outside of the historic core of the village. The heart of the village settlement 
during the Saxon and Medieval periods is believed to have been situated 
around the church.  
 
The regular, long, narrow tenements stretching back from the High Street and 
visible on early mapping may indicate that these plots were part of a planned 
expansion of the original village. It is unclear from the form of these plots 
whether these would have been constructed in the late medieval or post-
medieval periods. The plots were constructed by the late 18th century as they 
are depicted on a map of 1777.

WHERE is there a desert in our village and how will it flower you ask…? 
Of course it isn’t really a desert, but there is a currently unused section of a field 
owned by Monach Farm. It is to the right of the main path across The 
Wilderness, offering easy access for us all, yet set back from the main 
thoroughfares of the village. It is an ideal site for the creation of a productive 
garden for the benefit of the whole community. Dr. and Mrs. Randall have 
generously agreed to lease this land to the village for a peppercorn rent. 
 
Much of the preparatory work has already been accomplished. An agreement 
has been made with the landowner, grants have been applied for and risk 
assessments drawn up. 
 
Alongside these necessary items of paperwork, preliminary plans for the garden 
have been agreed. There will be a series of raised beds for vegetable growing 
along the far boundary of the plot, next to which there will be a small orchard of 
fruit trees. To the left of the gate there will be a seating area; to the right a 
‘working area’ with a shed for storage, access to water and compost heaps. 
 
Initially the ground will be rotovated, then essential work on fencing will take 
place. We need to protect our plants from the ever hungry Hilton rabbits, so 
fencing will go below the ground. This adds to the cost of establishing the 
garden, but will be well worth the outlay. Grants which have already been 
offered will allow this work to go ahead. 
 
The prospect of families heading off to the garden at weekends and after school 
or work is a very happy one. It will be another way to bring the community 
together in an activity that is productive, educational and therapeutic. Families 
could meet there for picnics and children will be able to see how their seeds 
develop into mature plants. 
 
Remarkably the project has flourished in a very short time. The photos show 
what has been happening on the plot over the last two months.  When you read 
this piece, the ground will have been prepared, the fencing erected, the shed 
established on its base and raised beds in place ready for planting. All this has 
been accomplished without a magic wand, but with some inspired, hard-working 
and enthusiastic volunteers who have formed an effective committee and 
whose success in grant applications has been phenomenal.

By Christmas of that 
year 2,500 branches had formed and the Legion's work in support only of 
veterans had begun, but later to include serving men and women.
